This half term we are learning:

English: In English, we will be completing a unit of narrative writing based on ‘An
Egyptian Story’. We will also be completing some poetry work based on the poem
The Colour Collector’ by Roger McGough.

Maths: During this half term, we will be completing work around fractions,
perimeter and problem solving using a range of operations. We will also be revising
money, time and data and using them to solve reasoning problems.

Science: In Science his half term, we will be completing an exciting STEM project
called 'Save our Bees’. We will be focussing on the importance of bees, the
declining bee population and what we can do to help save them in our school.

History: In History, we will continue to learn about Ancient Egypt. We will be
learning about Egyptian artefacts including the Rosetta Stone, the daily life of
Egyptians, the pyramids and mummification.

Geography: Our geographical work will still be focussed around India. We will be
exploring India’s culture, sorting the human and physical features of different Indian
cities and comparing India to the UK.

Art: We will be learning all about insects and amphibians this half-term. We will
revisit our sketching and shading skills as well as completing some fabric collages.

Music: Our lessons will focus around 'The Story of Peer Gynt’.

French: We will be using our French verbs in sentences as part of the topic 'l am
able’.

PSHE: In our PSHE lessons, will be looking at the topic ‘Changing Me’
PE: In PE this half-term, we will be learning some rounders skills with Mr Cross.
RE: We will be learning all about the topic ‘Islamic Rites of Passage’.

Computing: In our computing lessons, we will be learning about online safety and
how we can keep ourselves safe on the internet.

What an amazing year we have had so far. Year 3 have been such a delightful year
group to teach and we are excited about our final half term together before the
children move onto the next step in their school journey.

We are really looking forward to exploring our final Year 3 topics. We will be
continuing our Ancient Egypt topic with a Egyptian day on Wednesday 3rd June.
The children are invited to dress up as an Ancient Egyptian for this exciting day of
workshops.
